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Free School Meals

You may have noticed our free school meals stand at parent consultation evening yesterday. Mrs
Laptew was asking parents if they have considered their eligibility for free school meals. The reason for
this is that many parents are unaware they are entitled to other benéfits if they receive free school
meals. With the introduction of Universal Infant Free School Meals, the number of parents of applying
for benefit-related free school meals has decreased. School also receives additional funding for your
children’s education for those who receive benefit related-free school meals.

You can fill in a short form online if you are in receipt of any of the following benefits:

¢ Income Support

* Income Based Jobseekers Allowance

* Income Related Employment and Support Allowance

* Child Tax Credit with an annual income of less than £16,190, provided they are not
receiving Working Tax Credit the ‘Guaranteed’ element of the State Pension
Credit support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 (you will need to
apply directly to the school or call the Education Service on 01274 439393)

*  Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax
Credit)

* Universal Credit

Please go to www.bradford.gov.uk and search for free school meals and there is a link to the online application
form. If you are unsure if you are eligible you can still fill in the form and you will receive an instant decision.
